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ARTICLEI - NAME

Section 1. The name of this organization shsll be the Florida Suncoast Chapter of the
American Society of Safety Engineers.

Section 2. Hereinafter, the Florida Suncoast Chapter is referred to as the Chapter, and
the American Society of Safety Engineers is referred to 2s the Society.

ARTICLEII - PURPOSE

Section 1. The purpose of this Chapter is to promote the advancement of the safety
profession and safety professionals in the geographical ares served.

Section 2. In fulfilling its purpose, the Chapter shall have the following objectives within the
geographical area:

2} To develop and/or promote educational programs for obtainming the knowledgs
required performing the functions of a safety professional.

b} To develop and for disseminate locally, information and materials that will
carry out the parposes of the Chapter, the Society, and serve the public interest.

¢} To provide and/or support forums for the interchange and scquisition of
professional knowledge armong its members,

d) To foster lisison with locsl organizstions of related disciplines

e) To inavgurste 2nd implement such other programs and projects that are
consistent with the purposes of the Chapter and the Society.

f) To condnet its affairs in a manner that will reflect the standards, purposes,
and objectives of the Sodiety.
ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP
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d) Coordinate activities and arrangements relating to the annual Chapter
Professional Development Conference and Exposition (PDC).
Section 6. The Pasi President shall-

a) Assume responsibilities for the work of Committees as assigned by the
President.

b) Assume responsibilities for the President in absence of the President and
President-Elect.

Section 7. The Secretary shall:
a) Maintain Chapter records and correspondence.
b) Record and distribute minutes of general Chapter and Executive
Committee meetings.
¢) Retain custody of the Chapter Charter
d) Assume the duties of the Treasurer as necessary.
Section 8. The Treasurer shall:
a) Maintain all financial records of the Chapter.

b) Supervise the receipt and distribution of funds as directed by the Chapter
Executive Committee.

¢) Maintain Chapter funds in a depository approved by the Chapter Executive
Committee.

d) Submit a completed Chapter Dues Report by March 1 to Society Headquarters.

€) By May 31, transmit to Society Headquarters the audited income and expense
statement for the fiscal year ending March 31 and submit to the IRS any required
tax documents.

f) Assume the duties of the Secretary as necessary.

ARTICLE VI - NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1. The most recent immediate Past President available to serve shall be the
Chairperson of the Nominating Committee. The Committee, including the Chairperson,
will consist of no less than three (3) nor more than five (5) members. One member shall
be selected by the current Chapter President and the balance by the Committee
Chairperson. Officers serving in positions that succeed to the next Chapter officer
level may serve on the Nominating Committee. Newly nominated candidates and
candidates for non-succeeding officer positions may not serve on the Nominating
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
